The school year tentatively begins on Tuesday, September 2nd and runs until the middle of June.
All public and school holidays are observed unless otherwise communicated.

FEES:
· All payments will be through e-transfer.
·  $30.00 non-refundable registration fee is due on the first day of school.
· No fees will be collected for the 2025/26 school year 



PARENT PARTICIPATION:
· All parents are to participate and help with fundraising.
· Parents that volunteer in the classroom must provide the teacher with a Vulnerable Sector Report.
· Parents must provide a small, healthy snack for their child. 
· Parents must pick up their child on time: 11:40am  
· Parents are invited and needed to attend WPK Board meetings and/or volunteer for Board positions.  We meet 3 to 4 times per year for about an hour.





FUNDRAISING:
· Fundraising is a very important aspect of the Preschool’s Budget.  In order to keep our monthly fees affordable for all families, yet maintain a safe and enjoyable environment for our children, the Preschool must generate revenue from other sources.
· Our goal is for each family to sell $400 worth of product from the fundraisers, so that we can earn about $200 profit from each family. 
· The profit from the fundraisers are used to purchase classroom learning materials and supplies as well as toys.  These items are purchased after Christmas so your children will get to enjoy them.  You also have an input on what items you would like to see if you attend the board meetings, this is discussed and decided upon what to purchase.  We also use the funds for extra supplies for special days and for parties.
Sick Days:
· Please notify Little Leaders teacher if your child will not be attending that day. Please do NOT contact the school office.
· In the event of an accident or illness of your child while at Preschool, parents will be notified to pick up the child. If parents cannot be reached, then emergency contact will be contacted.
Weather:
Little Leaders will be canceled when the temperature reaches -30 degrees with the wind chill.

· In the event of a school evacuation, the child will be taken to Jaws Safety building. Child will remain there until it is either safe to return to the school or a parent/guardian picks them up.
· Parents will be notified of Field Trips and a permission form must be signed.
· Portable Records will be taken when leaving the school facility.  




ITEMS REQUIRED - please bring the first day of school.
1. Indoor runners that can be left in the backpack so they come every week to school. - Please LABEL with your child’s name.
2. Appropriate clothing for all types of weather - please label with your child’s name.
3. A change of pants, underwear/panties and socks - to be left in the backpack so they are available if/when an accident happens.
4. A healthy snack and water.
5. Large (full size) backpack - must be able to put lunch kit in and the change of clothes, shoes and still be able to close the zipper easily.
6. 5- 20gr Elmer’s purple glue sticks






DISCIPLINE POLICY:
Children learn discipline, which is self control, by given a few, clear, consistent fair rules to follow. Children will be given the opportunity to learn constructively from their mistakes and by being redirected to a more acceptable behaviour.
Discipline is used to teach and correct, never to shame or humiliate. Children must be taught socially acceptable and appropriate behaviours. There is a lot of important learning that goes on in the younger years and the Little Leader program will support the emotional and social learning.
